3. 2018 APSIG Participants
3.1. Update on number of 2018 APSIG Participants was discussed. As of 03 May 2018 the roster includes 6 lecturers, 1 sponsor, 7 SIG Delegates, 3 organizers, 11 full fellows, 13 partial fellows, 7 registration fee fellows, 2 secretariat staff and 3 remote participants. 

4. Update on All SIG Meeting (Chair: Satish) 
4.1. Update on the agenda for 3rd All SIG Meeting was discussed by Satish. Draft includes Update on National SIGS, 2018 All-SIG Meetings, All SIG Admin matters.  It will be at Asian Institute of Technology during 2018 APSIG on 12 July 2018, 15:30.
4.2. Expected participants are from SIG Representatives from Afghanistan Pakistan, Philippines, African-French SIG, India, Sri Lanka, etc. Remote participants are representatives from MEAC SIG, China SIG, etc. 
4.3. Mubashir raised the likeliness of collaboration between Euro SSIG and APSIG All SIG as discussed during 2017 IGF.
4.4. Satish clarified that this collaboration is in response to the Dynamic Coalitions. Given the chance, APSIG All SIG is open to furthering this probability but is constrained with time and availability of both parties for the time being. 
4.5. Issues on the draft agenda raised were the probability of including “Disability” in the discussion and the scope of argument/conversation pertaining to Gender and national SIGS/IGFs during the meeting.
4.6. Satish answered that All SIG is open to discussing disability provided enough interest from the community. Meanwhile, discussion on Gender will most likely revolve on National SIG participation, gender balance, issues and concerns to increase women contribution.
